Here in the Shasta Lake, Redding, and Anderson areas, the SSFP is 
sponsored by various school districts. 
 
All kids eighteen and under are invited to drop by any of the following sites for a free, delicious, and nutritionally 
balanced meal from the posted meal times (please see below), on weekdays. There may be fun, educational 
activities planned at these sites so kids can drop by for a meal, activities, or both! 

 
Meals are for children only, through age 18 only. Meals must be consumed on site and will be served during 

approved, posted times. Children must behave in an orderly fashion.
